On behalf of 700,000 older Minnesotans, AARP would like to express our support for continuing to publish public notices in newspapers. 
 
AARP represents Minnesotans 50 and older from every corner of the state.  According to the Pew Research Center, only 38% of adults age 65 and older go online, a significantly lower rate than the general population (74%).  Interestingly, Minnesota’s Internet usage numbers are even lower than the national average in some areas of Greater Minnesota.  
 
Because Minnesotans age 65+ are among the least likely groups to go online for this information, we are opposed to legislation that would remove public notices from newspapers. Older Minnesotans need access to published public notices in the newspaper.
