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The sights and sounds of an old-time newspaper office come alive each day at the Minnesota State Fair.

Visit the Minnesota Newspaper Museum in Heritage Square at the Minnesota State Fair to experience the 1930s-era weekly newspaper office of the “Maynard News.”  Every day of the Fair, you can watch a newspaper come to life.

The news is “built” from the ground up, using a linotype (forcing hot lead metal into a casting box to form a line of type), a cylinder press and a folder.  Visitors are invited to “read all the news” and to take away a souvenir newspaper.

The “Editors Office” has a real editor there to chat with you about newspaper issues, the future of newspapers and how the news is covered and edited in your community today.

As in most old-time newspapers, there’s a working commercial printing shop that printed all sorts of items for members of the community, such as letterheads and auction bills.  From the old-time printers, you can get free bookmarks, note pads and post cards that they’ve just printed on the Kluge press.

If you fancy wearing a hat folded from an old newspaper, (just like the old-time printers wore), ask one of the ink-stained volunteers to make one for you.

The Newspaper Museum is owned by the Minnesota Newspaper Foundation and is operated entirely by about 70 volunteers and voluntary donations.
